Geometric Snowflakes

Five-sided snowflake (pentagonal)  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=4kJmJUQVbO0
Six-sided snowflake (hexagonal) 
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=p8Ol-YbZh0g
Eight-sided snowflake (octagonal)

1) Fold paper in half (short direction).

2) Place paper so that the folded edge is on the left.  Fold paper in half (short direction) again.

3) Bisect the bottom left hand angle (corner).

4) Bisect the bottom left hand angle (corner) again (flip & fold under).

5) Cut along the straight edge to form a cone.
12-Sided snowflake (dodecagon)

1) Make a square

2) Fold square in half along the diagaonal to make an isosceles right triangle
3) Fold the right triangle in half by matching up the congruent angles 
4) You have another isosceles right triangle.  Trisect the right angle.
5) Flip the paper over and cut along the straight edge to form a cone.
(If you cut off one corner of your cone when cutting you will form a 6 pointed snowflake)
